The next things needing attention are the flexible brake hoses, front and rear. These items are often
overlooked, but can cause insidious prab The insides of the hoses (hence insidious) tend to swell shut
over time, causing hard pedal, weak braking, and brakes that drag. You can cut the hoses off, then use
socket over the crimped end and a wrench on the nut to disassemble frozen connetrbomstheir
brackets. Always unscrew the threaded connections by holding each item securely, be it a tee, solid line or
whatever. Otherwise, you may twist something offFirmly screw the flex line into the nemovable item
(tee, caliper, etc.) first, #n place the other end through the hole in the bracket and start the nut and star
washer. Pay close attention to the routing of the linélhe last thing to be connected is the line with the
flare nut, which should actually be started before securinghbse to the bracket. The sloppy fit will make
it easier to line things up.
